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For tests on which you have not done as well as you’d hoped, you have the option of preparing a correction paper.  You have one week to complete this task.  For each problem in which you did not earn full credit, do the following:

1. Redo the problem.  Spread it out, so it is easy to read, and don’t skip any steps, even if you normally would.  Show all of your work.

2. Draw arrows indicating significant steps (such as the places where you messed up, or a tricky spot), and annotate them.

3. Draw illustrations whenever possible.

4. Comment on the problem, or problems like it.  Write meaningful suggestions on how one can succeed with this kind of problem.  Be specific enough so it applies directly to the problem at hand, but general enough to apply it elsewhere.  Do not spend any time writing about how silly you felt, or how you should be better prepared next time.  If anything, comment about what should be studied, or how.

A good way to see if your correction is good—If a classmate had been unsure about some problem, you should be able to hand your correction to him or her, and it should clear up the confusion.

The goal of this process is that, by preparing corrections, you will expose your areas of confusion and eliminate them.  As you struggle to explain the concepts, you will become confident in your grasp of them.

For this effort, you can regain up to one-third of the credit you lost.
